Have you thought about hosting
a softball, baseball or soccer
tournament? Or maybe a swim
or track meet? Did you know that
collegiate swim teams often travel
over the winter holidays to train?

There are countless clubs in the educational
world: foreign language, art, theater, science,
math. What can your area offer to attract their
interest? Broadway has moved well beyond .
the con nes of Manhattan, Chicago, and Los .
Angeles and so have their educational youth
programs! Anycommunity theater can offer
a seminar on stage design, lighting, acting or a
customized event. Does a local museum offer
workshops or classes? Is there a
special exhibit or speaker that
f * may interest students?
